RTD Service Changes during COVID-19

Effective April 2020

Rides to planned senior events will not be operating as all participating venues have discontinued their events.
Effective Sunday, April 19, 2020 Due to the new RTD COVID-19 Service Plan, FlexRide will operate as follows:

All subscription-reserved trips will be suspended starting April 19. All reservations will be treated as individual trips, on a first-come, 

first-served basis. One-time reservations may be made up to 30 days in advance. Saturday and Sunday service will operate as 

normally scheduled with the exception of all subscriptions being cancelled. 

***Capacity is now limited to approximately 15 passengers per bus, 20 on larger buses, and 30 riders per rail car. If necessary, buses will bypass stops 

if social distancing limits are reached.***
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
